AUTHORS, ARTISTS, & FRIENDS

Cloris Leachman

The Emmy and Oscar-winning actress discusses
her new autobiography, Cloris, and her recent
experiences as the Grand Marshal for the
Tournament of Roses and as a contestant on
Dancing with the Stars. For more information

Best known for her roles as the self-involved
neighbor, Phyllis, on the Mary Tyler Moore Show,
and as Frau Bliicher in Mel Brooks' Young
Frankenstein, Cloris Leachman was recently paired
with professional dancer Corky Ballas, as a
contestant on season seven of Dancing With The
Stars. Her list of awards is record-setting, with
eight Primetime Emmy Awards--more than any
other female performer--and one Daytime Emmy
Award; she has been nominated more than 20
times. She also won an Oscar for Best Supporting
Actress in the 1971 film The Last Picture Show.

Leachman began her career in television and films
shortly after competing in the Miss America
Pageant as Miss Chicago in 1946. Prior to that, she
was very active in theatre starring in many
productions at the Des Moines playhouse. She
made her feature film debut in Robert Aldrich's film
Kiss Me Deadly, and one year later appeared
opposite Paul Newman and Lee Marvin in

The Rack.

She continued her career, mainly working in
television on shows such as The Twilight Zone,
Rawhide, Alfred Hitchcock Presents and Lassie in
which she played Ruth Martin, Timmy's adoptive
mom in the last half of season four. Throughout the
seventies, Leachman played her most notable
character, the nosy neighbor/landlady Phyllis

Lindstrom on The Mary
Tyler Moore Show. The
character was a fixture
on the program for five
years and later
featured in a spinoff
series, Phyllis, for
which Leachman won a
Golden Globe award.

Some of her more
recent work includes
the role of Grandma
Ida on Malcolm in the
Middle, and wine-
soaked, former jazz singer and grandmother,
Evelyn, in the feature film Spanglish opposite
Adam Sandler and Tea Leoni. She earned an Emmy

nomination and SAG Award nomination for her
performance in the HBO special Mrs. Harris. Her
most recent film is The Women, starring Eva
Mendez, Meg Ryan, Debra Messing, and Annette
Bening. She has also staked her claim in the world
of comedy with her many television roles and
appearances. She recently "stole the show" at the
Comedy Central "Roast of Bob Saget" with her
sassy comebacks and unbeatable wit and
outshone the other comedians.

Most recently Cloris appeared on the hit show
Dancing With The Stars and lasted seven weeks
before being voted off, she was Grand Marshal at
the Rose Parade and did the coin toss at the Rose
Bowl game between, Penn State and USC. If all this
wasn’t enough she managed to travel to Berlin to
shoot the new Quentin Tarantino film, Inglourious
Basterds, also staring Brad Pitt.

Robert Scheer

Thursday, May 21, 7 pm (following the Friends Annual Meeting at 6:30)

Central Library Auditorium

Veteran journalist Scheer takes aim at America's
defense policy and military budget in this
pugnacious and rigorously researched book,
The Pornography of Power.

Scheer argues that war cannot defeat terrorism.
What's required is simple police work, dogged,
boring, not terribly expensive; not trillion-dollar
bombers, submarines and a nuclear arsenal,
expenditures he contends are unrelated to
defeating terrorists and of little

use in Iraq.

He soberly

reminds readers that Americans
have never objected to wasteful defense budgets,
and antiwar elected officials fight as viciously as
neoconservatives to bring money to their districts’
defense industries. Scheer's prose is as clear as
his evidence; readers will be galvanized by his

incendiary account.

Robert Scheer has built a reputation for strong social

and political writing over his 30 years as a journalist.
His columns appear in newspapers across the
country, and his in-depth interviews have made
headlines.

Between 1964 and 1969 he was Vietnam
correspondent, managing editor and editor in chief of
Ramparts magazine. From 1976 to 1993 he served as
a national correspondent for the Los Angeles Times,
writing on diverse topics such as the Soviet Union,
arms control, national politics and the military. In
1993 he launched a nationally syndicated column
based at the Los Angeles Times, where he was named
a contributing editor. That column ran weekly for the
next 12 years and is now based at the San Francisco
Chronicle.

Robert Scheer is a Clinical Professor at the Annenberg
School For Communication at USC. He was raised in
the Bronx, where he attended public schools and
graduated from City College of New York. He studied
as a Maxwell fellow at Syracuse University and was a
fellow at the Center for Chinese Studies at UC
Berkeley, where he did graduate work in economics.
Scheer has also been a Poynter fellow at Yale, and
was a fellow in arms control at Stanford.
